There, we discover Christ’s ongoing manifestation to
us so that we can worship Him Who has also chosen to be
born within our hearts. We must diligently seek out that mani-
festation of God within us and respond to it in the same ways
that the Magi responded.

As we celebrate the Solemnity of the Epiphany, try to see it as
a historical event in which you are invited to share. God wants
to manifest Himself to you today. When this happens, you
must respond with faith and worship, giving God the greatest
glory by giving Him your very life and offering Him your spiritu-
al gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh.
